A key means of preventing conflicts of interest from affecting decision-making is to identify potential conflicts in advance. This gives trustees time to consider the implications and to respond appropriately. To ensure that trustees remain in an optimal position to manage any real or perceived conflict, it should be standard practice to ask for any such declarations at the start of each trustee meeting. By asking trustees to declare their interests and keeping a register of such interests, organisations can monitor potential conflicts of interests on a continuous basis. 

A conflict of interest can be defined as: “…any situation in which a trustee’s personal interests or responsibilities they owe to another body, may, or may appear to influence the trustee’s decision”
